BLM VRM Class 2 - The objective of this class is to retain the
existing character of the landscape. Management activities may
be seen, but should not attract the attention of the casual observer.

BLM VRM Class 1 - The objective of this class is to preserve the
existing character of the landscape. The level of change to the
characteristic landscape should be very low and must not attract
attention 

BLM VRM Class 3 - The objective of this class is to partially retain
the existing character of the landscape. Management activities
may attract the attention of the casual observer, but should not
dominate the view of the casual observer.
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
